Open Session Meeting Minutes

January 26, 2010

I. President, John Clute called the Open Session to order at 7:01 PM.  Louis Lugo and Diane Pinkney were in attendance.  Dave McCarthy was absent.

II. The minutes from the November 24, 2009 meeting were reviewed and approved.

III. Louis presented the Treasures Report.  The Income Statement dated December 31, 2009 was reviewed and accepted as presented.

IV. New Business:

a. Proposal from Deca Southwest for lighting was reviewed.  It was determined that every other bollard would be replaced using brighter lights and the proposal would be reviewed again with a revised price.   

b. Proposal from BKB/ Unique Restoration for concrete walkway repairs was reviewed and approved.

c. Proposals for seal coating of the gated parcels roads were reviewed from Ace Asphalt and Cactus Asphalt.  Ace Asphalt was awarded the contract. Seal coating will be completed in March / April 2010. 

d. A presentation for security / patrol service was discussed and will be scheduled for the February 23rd meeting.

e. It was determined that there were approximately 300 trees downed in the last 2 wind and rainstorms. Of the 300, all but 12 trees were re-staked and saved.   

V. Old Business:

a. EZ FLO installation is going well. 19 tanks have been installed to date.

b. Stabilizing of the 4A fire access road is complete.

c. Councilman John Williams will meet with the superintendent of the Dysart School District regarding landscaping issues on the north side of Rancho Gabriela Elementary School.

VI. Open Discussion:

a. Notices are being sent out for Christmas decorations that have not been

taken down.

b. There were complaints about unkempt yards and businesses being run

              out of garages in Parcel 12.

c. There was discussion about meeting attendance, overseeding, and water costs.

d. Landscaping from Peoria Rd to shopping center along Reems Rd.will need to be addressed. 

e. Fire access road off Bullard needs cleaned up, Peri will email John Williams.

f. Complaints of tree debris falling into backyards and pools of residents.  It was determined that the tress will be kept trimmed.

g. City of Surprise will be requesting a ROW for a future traffic light at 151st and Cactus at an upcoming meeting.
