                  Open Session Meeting Minutes

January 27, 2009

I.    Open Session was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President, John Clute. All Board Members were present.

II.   The November 25, 2008 Open Session Minutes were reviewed and approved after correction to spelling of Board Members name.

III.  Council Member John Williams attended and discussed the status of the Reems Road Improvement Project. The improvements should start

mid-February and will restrict access to the subdivision off Reems Road.  Alternate routes will be provided. April is the scheduled completion date.

Mr. Williams also asked those in attendance, how they felt about Surprise Police Chief, Dan Hughes proposal to place photo radar in neighborhoods.

The idea was not supported by anyone in attendance.

Mr. Williams also discussed the Foreclosure Ordinance designed to keep vacant homes from being blight on the community. Fines can

be assessed. Code Enforcement has new employees Chris Boyd and Jeff Mahalik that will be involved with enforcing the new ordinance.

Also the new Rental Accountability Act will require payment of sales tax on rents collected as well as properties to be registered with

the Assessors office.

IV.  Treasurer’s Report was presented by Louis Lugo.  Louis advised the HOA ended the year $17,000 in the black and that all the 2008 bills have been paid. The

2009 Budget is on the conservative side. The increase in the cost of water as well as other costs resulted in a net increase of HOA dues to homeowners in the

amount of $4.00 with no additional increase in the neighborhood assessment for the residents of the 5-gated communities.

Peri advised that the interest rates for the Money Market have changed and we would probably go with Desert Schools.

V.  New Business: Peri advised that information from R.H. Dupper indicates that we could connect to the Purple Pipe for less than $200,000 as long

as the City of Surprise allows reclaimed water piping to run through the clean water system.

The Board approved a notice to be sent to the Gated Communities regarding changing of gate codes. It is necessary to change the codes due

to turn over in the community.

VI.  Old Business: All of the park play equipment has been replaced.

APS will begin removal of trees along Cactus this week and will be completed in two to three weeks. Forty-two trees are coming out and will be replaced with

21 trees that will be installed at no charge.

Peri did not receive the second bid for the treatment of the bug infestation of the Mesquite trees. The trees cannot be treated until the bugs

are active again which will be later this spring or early summer.

ADWR water report is due by March. The reduction of water use will be discussed at the meeting.

VII. Open Discussion: Tree branches need to be trimmed at Bullard and Windrose, they block the traffic control signs at that intersection. A request

was made for equipment and or facilities for older kids, such as tetherball poles etc.  We also received a complaint of graffiti on the play equipment in the tot

lots.
