Open Session Meeting Minutes

February 23, 2010

I. President, John Clute called the Open Session to order at 7:00 PM.  Dave McCarthy, Louis Lugo, and Diane Pinkney were present.

II. The minutes from the January 26, 2010 Board of Directors meeting were reviewed and approved.

III. The presentation from Suneel Garg - City of Surprise, for request for a ROW at Cactus & 151st for a future traffic signal was postponed until next month.

IV. Signal 88 Security / Patrol Service gave a presentation regarding security patrols for the summer months.  A description of a roving and a dedicated patrol service was given with costs for both.  The board will make a decision next month after a trial from Signal 88 on gated parcel roads seal coating.

V. Louis Lugo presented the Treasurers Report.  Income Statement dated January 31, 2010 was reviewed and approved.  It was noted that the water bill was doubled.  Peri will check to see if a double payment was made.

VI. New Business:

a. The board reviewed proposals from Deca Southwest and approved the                                removal of 21 bollards and will install new style 10’ x 4’’ dark bronze poles with high sodium fixtures with vandal shields in Phase 1.  All parts from existing bollard lights will be saved for repairs in other phases of the community. 

b. Reviewed seal coating schedule and letter to be sent out to homeowners in gated parcels.  Seal coating will begin March 9th and end March 17th and will be done in 4 sections. 

c. Pictures were presented of damage to block walls in Parcel 11.  An updated price for repairs to include rebar and concrete fill in blocks will be given and then the repairs will be made.  Will have to find out more information on street sweeping problem in Parcel 11.

d. John Williams District 3 updates were reviewed.

VII. Old Business:

a. Only 4 EZ FLO tanks are left to install.

b. The 5 panel concrete walkway repairs in Phase 1 have been completed.

c. John Williams will have to get back to us on landscaping at Rancho Gabriela Elementary School. 

VIII. Open Discussion:

a. Landscaping on Reams Road from Peoria to the shopping center needs to be 

completed. This will be a priority over the next xeriscape project scheduled for Bullard Rd.
