of schedule.



Jeffrey Kagen presented information about the Upcoming Surprise Community Pride Day, April 18th.  Volunteers will meet at the



Surprise Stadium at 7:00 a.m. and teams will be assigned lots in most of the communities in Surprise that are in need of weed removal.



A drawing will be held, and all residents were encouraged to volunteer time to get unkempt yards cleaned up.  Yards at vacant homes 

will be cleaned.  Kinney Management agreed to pick up bagged trash from volunteers cleaning Rancho Gabriela lots, and will pay 

dump fees. 

Old Business – APS Tree Removal.  All of the trees have been removed and we have received vouchers to replace 23 trees. There was

discussion as to where to plant the replacement trees.  Some homeowners felt some of the trees should be used to replace trees taken

out in areas other than those on Cactus Rd. A motion was made and seconded to table further discussion on the tree planting until 

the April meeting. 

Peri is waiting for a second bid for the Mesquite tree treatment. These are the trees that are infested with bark beetle, and located 

closest to Peoria Avenue. 

The ADWR report has been submitted by Peri and shows our usage is down and we should get credit for less usage.

Open Discussion – Issues included sidewalk graffiti – which should be reported to the City of Surprise.  Tree stump removal


On 149th Drive.  Parking complaints regarding a renter parking 6 vehicles on the street. One resident complaining about not


being allowed to park on the gravel in front of his RV gate. Complaints of RV parked in a driveway for several weeks. And one 



resident complained about gofers, and was advised of the HOA’s contract with Burns Pest Control to take care of the gofer problem.
