Open Session Meeting Minutes

Tuesday April 24, 2007

I.
Call to order at 7:00 P.M. by President, John Clute. 

II.
Open session minutes from March 27, 2007 meeting were reviewed and approved. 

III.
Income Statement dated January 31, 2007 was reviewed. Louis advised that expenses are pretty much on track but we will need to stay on top of them to prevent last years $100,000 overage.  Peri advised that Hacienda has paid the gate fees for parcel 12, and the monies will be credited to the Parcel 12 homeowner accounts. 

IV.
New Business: We discussed ways to enhance collections and resolve violations.

Peri advised that there are currently 28 lots in process of foreclosure. John discussed the steps of the violation process and explained that the current process was designed to be fair and reasonable. 

V.
Old Business:  Peri updated the association on the new rule for private streets and advised we cannot restrict the children from playing in the entrance areas of the gated communities pursuant to HB 2503. However, a loophole in the legislation deals with posted speed limit signage. If the posted speed is greater that 25mph then we can restrict where the kids play. It was suggested posting the speed limit at 26mph in the communities. No action was taken. 

Park and Greenway signage was discussed. No trespassing signs are posted in most if not all of the parks.  Action list update: The sign for Juniper has been ordered and should be in and installed soon.  

VI. Open Discussion:

Peri advised that the $500 transfer fee for homes sold would take affect on May 1st. It will be up to the buyer/seller to pay the fee.  

One resident requested an up date on her request for handicap access to the neighborhood parks. Peri advised that it is being worked on however, the cost for ramps is $5200 each. The resident advised that she would get her own quotes and felt it could be done for less. 

Residents discussed the new church being built on Peoria just east of Reems. Concern is that there may be an issue with the lighting of the church at night, and that the lighting may be a detraction to the residents It was suggested that concerned residents should either attend planning and zoning meetings, or contact planning and zoning to determine the type of lights that are being considered, and to have their concerns heard. 

Peri again advised those in Parcel 12 that Hacienda will soon be closing the gates, and that the homeowners in that parcel will receive credits to their accounts from Hacienda for the time the gates have not been closed.
