b. Louis Lugo attended the Presidents Roundtable meeting April 7th at the Civic Center in Surprise.  There were some cost saving ideas brought up, some of which will be investigated by Peri and the board. 

c. There was some discussion on homes in short sale escrow asking for lower settlement costs at close of escrow. These requests are to be denied. 

d. A proposal to replace approximately 45 trees throughout the community was approved.

                    e.   The results of the 2009 ADWR water report were discussed.  It has taken 3 years, but we are                                 

                           in compliance with the allotted water usage amounts allowed by the state and City of Surprise.

a. EZ FLO installation is complete.

b. Sunstate Street Sweeping Service will be using a hand sweeper to sweep Parcels 11 and 17.  

c. Seal coating and repairs to the gated parcels have been made and are complete.

d. Signal 88 Security is ready to start patrolling May 1st.

e. There was some confusion on the part of the landscape service installing the landscaping on Reams Rd. This resulted in a few issues with the City of Surprise, all of which have now been resolved. Permits have been issued and a revised landscape plan is to be submitted to the board for approval.
