Annual Meeting Second Attempt – Meeting Minutes

I.
The Annual Meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President, John Clute.  All Board members were present.

II.
 Board President, John Clute welcomed everyone and introduced the members of the Board. 

III.
Candidates Louis Lugo and Diane Hickok were introduced. There were no nominations from the floor.  

IV.
Election was held by secret ballot. Ballots were collected and tallied by Peri Swenson of Kinney Management.  

V.
The meeting minutes from the 2007 Annual Meeting were reviewed and approved.

VI.
Louis Lugo presented the Treasurers Report. Louis advised that $10,000 in transfer fees have been received. Transfer fees in the amount of $500 

are collected at close of escrow for each home. Louis also advised that May collections totaled over $32,000 and that the outstanding balance had been reduced to $155,000.  Louis further advised that all Association bills have been paid, and we are current on the water billings.

VII.
Topics for Open Discussion included: Limiting access to gated communities after 10:00 p.m. No overseeding for winter rye turf in the greenbelt areas and parks.  One resident requested that the tot lots be seeded. Another resident advised that there is a pipe for reclaimed water that the HOA should have access to, located at 151st and Cactus. Peri advised she would look into using reclaimed water for use in the green belt areas.

A resident requested and was provided information on submitting a proposal from another collection agency to handle the HOA collections. Betty Gamble discussed City Pride Day. She advised that over 200 residents of Surprise turned out and that they cleaned a number of lots in various subdivisions in Surprise. Rancho Gabriela was not a beneficiary of the city wide clean up.  


Questions were asked regarding weeds, and who to call or whose responsibility it was. Residents were again informed that some of the money from the sale of homes was being used to clean up lots of bank owned properties. Code Compliance can also be contacted. Another resident asked if Peri knew the cause of a house fire in the community and that they had heard is was an electrical problem from the builder. Peri advised she had no information regarding the cause of the fire.

Elections Results were the next order of business.  Both Diane and Louis were re-elected to 3-year terms.
