I. 
 The open session was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President, John Clute.

II.  
Election of Officers: A motion was made and carried that all officers retain their current board positions;

Louis reviewed the Income Statements dated May 31, 2007. Delinquencies are at $93,000 and rising. Louis is keeping a close watch on both expenses and revenue. 

V.    
New Business: Bollard lighting repairs were discussed and a motion was made to spend $5400 with Decca for 3 vandal proof lights. The success of the lights will be tracked before we decide on additional purchases. Peri advised that in the past four months we have spent $4600 just on repairs for bollard lights. 


A proposal for a cell tower by T-Mobile was reviewed and the placement of the tower was approved. It will look like a palm tree and be surrounded by other palms. 


Bruce Wilkes was appointed to a position on the Design Review Committee replacing Dave McCarthy. 

VI.
Old Business: The new signage for the park rules was discussed. The signs will list six rules and be securely screwed to the Ramada walls in each of the parks. 


A motion was made and approved to go forward with the signage for the parks.

VII.
Open Discussion: There were very few comments from the homeowners present. They are concerned about the high outstanding balance in the collection account. 


Peri advised that we received a bill from Arizona American Water for $20,000 stating that there had been a billing error going back over the last three years. Peri will contact Arizona American to obtain more information and a possible reduction of the bill before it is presented again for payment. 


Peri also asked for clarification on the $500 fee that is assessed when a home is sold. That money goes to the master association and she wasn’t sure if there was an additional separate fee for the gated communities. It was determined that the intent of the board was for only one fee totaling $500 to be collected from each property sold.
