Open Session Meeting Minutes

I. 
The open session was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President, John Clute.

II.   
The open session meeting minutes from June 26, 2007 were approved. 

III.
The income statement was reviewed. Louis was absent so a detailed report was not presented, however, Peri provided an overview of the statement.

IV.
New Business: Peri advised that the drainage culvert at Cholla and Gabriela Dr. was vandalized and damaged by fire. Estimates will be received for repair that must be done. A police report was filed along with a claim to the insurance company. 


Peri also advised that the valve covers for the irrigation system have been strapped down in an effort to stop the vandalism that was occurring with the valves. The vandals should not be able to remove the cover to turn the valves on in locations where the new covers are installed. 

V.
Old Business: Peri reported that the sign for the Juniper parcel should be installed by the end of next month. She further advised that the signage for the parks should also be ready to install around the same time. 

VI.
Open Discussion: Graffiti at Aster and 147th has not been removed or cleaned. It's been there for a couple of weeks and appears to be gang related.  Peri will look into it and we advised the homeowner that if the graffiti is on City property and not on Rancho property that the City should be contacted. 


The lights behind the school at the soccer field are out, the outage starts at about lot 79.  Also the lights at Phase I park have been damaged again.  Peri will look into both issues and get the lights repaired. 


Other complaints included gravel in the street and signs posted all over that are never removed. It was advised that both of these issues need to be addressed by the City of Surprise, that the HOA does not have CC&R's pertaining to the posting of signs. 


Other complaints involved on-street parking and weeds in yards. Members were reminded that per new legislation, all complaints must be in writing and that a complaint form is available on line at kinneymanagement.com
