Open Session Meeting Minutes

November 27, 2007

I. John Clute called the Open session to order at 7:00 p.m. All board members were present with the exception of Diane Hickok and Dave McCarthy.

II. Minutes from October 22, 2007 Open Session were reviewed and approved.  

III.
The Income Statement dated October 31, 2007 was reviewed.  There were no unusual changes and everything is close to budget.  The Income Statement was accepted.

IV.
New Business:  The Board of Directors has advised the Design Review Committee to draft changes to include guidelines for artificial turf and to amend guidelines for play structure height requirements after January 1, 2008.

Old Business:  Per Bob McCullough (Rancho Gabriela HOA attorney), the HOA is responsible for AZ AM Water billing of the common area based on services rendered by the water company.  The City of Surprise and AZ AM Water will give Rancho Gabriela 2 years forgiveness and the HOA will pay for 1 year of the 3 years back billing.  The commercial billing of the water bill is based on the amount of usage.  Rancho Gabriela HOA future water bills will be billed as a commercial account. In an attempt to control the cost of future water billing Rancho Gabriela HOA and the City of Surprise are currently investigating options of providing rebates or grants to convert existing greenbelts to zeriscape. The board suggested that the city adopt a citywide ordinance against winter rye over seeding.   

VI.
Open Discussion:  Juniper and Rancho Gabriela sign still needs repair. Parcel 21 gate entrance display scratched residents names cannot be read and the antenna missing on Parcel 21 gate entrance.  A resident advised with the increase number of foreclosures in the community that vandalism is also on the rise.  The resident advises member to become observant and report crimes to the police.   Resident requested CCR amendment to provide clear direction on RV Parking in the community and add special assessments to cover unexpected costs.
