I

Open Session minutes from the November 22nd, 2005 meeting were reviewed and approved.

Income Statements dated November 30th were reviewed and approved. The biggest expenses for this report were for printing and postage.

New Business:

a) Additional S.L.I.D. billing was submitted. It appears the additional costs

      were for unbilled portions of Phase I.  The billing cycle did not correspond 

      to the budget cycle causing some discrepancies. 

b) There was discussion on installation of artificial turf for front yards. Any 

Decision was tabled until more information is available as to types of turf. It should also involve the design review committee. The CC&R’s are silent on this issue. 

c) Discussion on moving some reserve fund monies to a banking institution 

Paying a higher rate of interest. Louis Lugo to investigate M&I, World Savings and others for best rate. Information to be presented at January meeting.

Old Business: 

a) Status of request for additional Street light in Phase 1: No invoice has been received. It will be paid out of the 2006 budget when received. 

b) Street Sweeping for the gated areas is scheduled for the last week of each month. No specific day of the week was given.

c) Status of request for wall at common area P19-70 waiting response from city of Surprise. 

d) Update on landscaping maintenance and complaints involving P19-70 should be resolved shortly. Drainage issue still needs to be addressed in several areas.

Open Discussion included concerns for gates at Hacienda Parcel 12. Peri advised they should be closed at all times by June when construction is completed. However  “No Trespassing” signs will be placed on the gated entries soon.

A homeowner requested information on submittal for front sidewalk for handicap person. Homeowner was advised of the process and will submit request. 

Residents in the gated communities are concerned with the placement of mailboxes outside the gates. HOA is responsible for the cost of moving the mailboxes and will look for alternative sites within the gated areas.

Vandalism in the parks should be addressed by the Block Watch committees. Information regarding vandalism will be in the next newsletter that will be out soon. 

Homeowners in one of the gated communities are still concerned with tow trucks bringing cars into the area and the cars being worked on at one of the residences. A letter will again be sent to the homeowner regarding home businesses.
