Waddell to Cactus and both sides of 303 is the location site for this project.  Projected completion date is within 9-15 years. New Business:  P22/23 request for handicapped ramp access needs a feasibility study to access drainage concerns and contractor review implementation of request.  Plant replacement schedule delayed due to problem with getting plants from suppliers, target date in June.

Old Business from previous meetings: Park patrol reported 5 broken trees and some graffiti.   Board approved reducing patrol to two times a week.  Rancho Gabriela Homeowners Association website launch expected within one week.  HOA paid construction to start on the installation for the additional street light in Phase 1.  Need permit from the city of Surprise for the installation of the wall between lots 69-70 in Parcel 19.  Parcel 12 mailboxes to be moved within one week.  Signage regarding park usage will be installed within 10 days.  Update on park vandalism/repairs/police reports/insurance claims: baby swing repaired, bollard lights replaced, no headway on police report regarding bollard lights damage and mailbox repair in gated area for $1,700.

Tabled Business:  Front yards with artificial turf:  The Board requested a review of documentation regarding request for installation of turf in the yards with the artificial turf.  If no request was submitted for the installation of artificial turf the resident can be asked to remove the artificial turf. Cost comparison of providing dog waste picks service vs. containers still needs to be verified.  

   VIII.       Open Discussion resulted in discussion regarding future items for the newsletter, the park patrol service, dog waste pick-up and use of the round-abouts on arterial streets.
