John Clute called the Annual Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.


John welcomed the HOA members and introduced the board members Vice President - Betty Gamble, Secretary - Diane Hickok and Treasurer - Louis Lugo. David McCarthy, Member at Large, was absent from this meeting.    

Debbie Peters from the City of Surprise, Code Enforcement Department discussed what Code Enforcement could do, and how we could work together to keep our community presentable. Some of the things Code Enforcement is responsible for include graffiti removal, trees, brush and trash abatement, Homeowners should continue to contact the HOA first, but added that the remedy time for Code Enforcement may be less than that of the HOA required notices.  Code Enforcement Officers can cite owners for failure to comply with an abatement notice. 

Chris Tovar- Surprise Crime Prevention Officer talked about Neighborhood Watch Programs. Rancho Gabriela has earned 5 signs in phase I. He encouraged residents to call when ever they see something that doesn’t appear to be proper, don’t wait for a neighbor to call or assume someone else will make the call. “Get to know your neighbor, and what their habits are so if you see a strange car or person you can call the police, you may be preventing a crime.”

Those nominated to fill the expiring term of Betty Gamble were introduced     

and gave a brief statement of qualifications. Candidates were Lawrence Brown, Liz French, Betty Gamble, Carmona March and Naftali Soto.

Election was held and two members from the audience were selected to count the votes. 

The minutes of the 2005 Annual Meeting and the March 2006 Open Session Meeting were approved. 

Louis gave the Treasures Report and reviewed the April 30th Income Statement.

Open discussions main topic was again street parking. Also discussed were no trespassing signs for parks, having block watch meetings in conjunction with board meetings, increasing driveway extensions from 18 to 36 inches to help resolve on street parking. Also mentioned was the possibility of issuing some type of sticker for guests’ vehicles that may be parked on the street overnight.  A suggestion was made that bollards or posts of some type be installed to protect the electrical gate boxes in gated communities from damage.  Peri with check into this with City of Surprise. It was also noted that most owners of corner lots are responsible for maintenance of the area where mailboxes are located. 

Election results were announced, Betty Gamble was re-elected to the Board  

for a three year term.
