Open Session Meeting Minutes

May 26, 2005

Meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by John Clute.  Board members present in addition to John Clute were Betty Gamble, Louis Lugo, Diane Hickok, and David McCarthy. Representing Kinney Management was Peri Swenson. 

Next order of business was the election of Board members to office. Motions were made, seconded and the voting results were: President; John Clute, Vice President; Betty Gamble, Secretary; Diane Hickok, Treasurer; Louis Lugo, and member at large; David McCarty. 

Third order of business was the review of the Income Statement dated April 30th, 2005. 

A number of residents voiced their concern that receiving the income statement just prior to the open session did not allow them enough time for review. There was discussion on various ways to provide information prior to meetings however no definitive decision was made. John Clute advised that the new board will look into ways of getting information out to the homeowners in a more timely fashion. Motion made and seconded to accept the Income Statement from April 30th.  

New Business and Open Discussion changed order on the agenda due to a large number of homeowners with concerns. Parking, rental property, un-landscaped back yards, and animal control were the biggest complaints brought to the Board. Kinney Management and the Board are working on ways to resolve the parking issue. The Board approved night tours to be conducted 2 times per month for tours of the community late at night for the purpose of documenting violations. The rental problem is being addressed by the City of Surprise. Owners referenced section 4.31 of the CC&R’s regarding backyard landscaping. A request was made that the Annual Meeting Minutes from April 26th should be made available. Peri Swenson advised that those minutes could be provided at the June 28th meeting. There was also a request for a monthly newsletter to the homeowners, including a list of emergency contact numbers for utilities and Kinney Management. Several members pointed out that the current after hours system is very effective and calls are returned or complaints resolved in a very timely manner.  

Open Discussion was closed and New Business was discussed. New Business included: 

The 2004 Audit, which will be completed in June and will be presented to the Board when, complete. Proposals were presented to update the Reserve Studies. A motion was made and unanimously approved to update the studies. Letters of interest were requested from those interested in serving on the Design Review Committee. The Board at an upcoming meeting will review letters of interest and a Committee will be appointed. 

Peri Swenson presented information on a new location for future meetings. The Paradise Education Center located at 15533 Paradise Lane will be the new meeting place. The cost is a donation of $50 compared to $350 for Marley Park School.   Beginning June 28th meetings will be held at the Paradise Education Center. 

A motion to adjourn was made and seconded from the floor. 

The meeting was adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
