Open Session Minutes

June 27, 2006 

I. Open session called to order at 7:00 p.m. by John Clute.

II. Election of officers resulted in same board positions as prior year; John Clute-President; Betty Gamble –Vice President; Diane Hickok –Secretary; Louis Lugo – Treasurer and David McCarthy – Member at Large.

III.
Minutes from the Open Session of April 25, 2006 and the Annual Meeting Minutes from May 23, 2006 were reviewed and approved. . 

IV.
The Income Statement dated May 31, 2006 was reviewed and questions answered. 

V.
New Business included review of estimates for plant and tree replacement however it was decided to wait until October, after the monsoons for replacements. The quote for bollards at the gate pedestals was reviewed, and approved. Only one estimate was received for granite top dress of common areas at gated parcels. It was decided to get more estimates. The curbing repair at P22-222 was approved in the amount of $686. A vehicle damaged monument signage at Cactus/Bullard. An insurance claim will be filed for reimbursement against the driver. Proposed revisions to the “Driveway Guidelines” were reviewed, specific language needs to be added stating that the area has to be blue staked, and the city must approve. The Guideline will be re-worked and presented again. 

VI.
Old Business: Peri provided an update on the park patrol schedule. The two night per week rotation will remain in effect at least until school starts. Three back flows were stolen, but those likely were stolen during the day, locks have been installed to prevent future theft.  Peri also provided an up date on insurance claims, one has reimbursed the association, and action is pending on a second. 


Peri also provided a project/action list update. The Bullard well site electrical billing was discussed. The bill should be paid by or we should be reimbursed by the City of Surprise and future billings should go to the city, however there was nothing new to report as of this meeting. Purchases of replacement nets for volleyball and soccer have been ordered at a cost of $500 including labor.

VII.
Tabled Business:  Review of artificial turf for front yards- the Design Review committee will present revisions to guidelines for board review. This will be done at a future meeting when a full board is present. (David McCarthy was absent – on active duty with the Military). 

VIII.
Open discussion again centered on the street parking issue, each member was requested to keep comments/complaints to two minutes. The violation process was reviewed so residents would understand the time lines involved. Several residents complained about the landscaping crews blowing debris over walls and into pools when they are cleaning common areas. Peri will talk to the supervisor and resolve the issue. Speeding vehicles is a concern of residents, they were advised to contact the City of Surprise Police at 623-583-1085 to report the problem.
