Open Session Meeting Minutes

July 25, 2006 

I. Open session called to order at 7:00 p.m. by John Clute.

II. The minutes from the June 27, 2006 Open Session were reviewed and approved.

III.
Louis reviewed the Income Statements dated June 30, 2006. Louis had questions on the charges for water. Costs are double the budgeted amounts. A portion of the overage is the replenishment fee added to billing for all meters by Arizona American Water. A homeowner commented that there had also been a break in a 2-½ inch line and water ran for over a day. 

IV.
New Business.  The status of the street parking survey was discussed and questions answered. Peri clarified that if the survey is not returned, it means owners want the parking rules to remain as they are. The cut off date for returning the survey is August 18th. So far 81 responses have been received wanting change

and 86 to remain the same.  The final results will be given at the August 22nd meeting if available, otherwise the September meeting. John advised that once the survey is complete parking issues would not be allowed to take up so much time. The reason for the survey is to be sure we are staying in touch with the needs of the community as a whole. 

The review of the 2005 audit / review was tabled until the August meeting to 


allow more time for review. 


The board voted to purchase the rye grass now for the winter over-seeding. The 

seed is in short supply this year and we are guaranteed our order and price by ordering now. 

V.
Old Business:  Revision to driveway guidelines was reviewed and approved. Any 



changes must still be sent to the design review committee and comply with city 




and county building codes. 

Action Update:  Peri advised that we have received a request for handicap access for all parks. More information and research will be needed before any decisions can be made. The punch list for Meritage repairs is pending one issue between Meritage and the Developer. No update on Parcel 12. Wall between lot 69 &70, City of Surprise will not allow wall to be built. It would require a pad amendment. Suggested possible adjustment to lot line and deed area to homeowner. Peri will follow up with homeowner on costs and if they want the strip of land. Landscaping at Rancho Gabriela School is in process; the back fill has been completed. The well site billing issue has been resolved with the City of Surprise, however it’s unknown how soon we will be reimbursed. The landscaping on Sweetwater is the obligation of Marley Park. Peri advised the nets are up at the soccer fields. Ballard’s for gate entrance pedestals cannot be installed in the street for the gated areas to prevent future damage. Ballard’s will be installed in the island areas to protect as much as possible.

VI.
Tabled Business:  Granite installation at gated and common areas, only one bid received will be tabled again to obtain more bids. 

VII.
Open Discussion:  Request for Rancho Gabriela email address. HOA dues are payable on line. Six block watch signs have been earned in the areas of 149th, Bloomfield and 151st.  Parking in front of fire hydrants is not allowed, but Surprise Police should be notified. Three cars are not allowed in a driveway if one vehicle extends onto the sidewalk. With the new driveway extensions pavers may be allowed.
