b. Reserve Study is being conducted. August 9th is the date for site visit; the report will be available approximately 30 days after the visit. 

c. Night tours resulted in 120 parking violations. Another 80 violations were found, but vehicle owners could not be verified.

a. Drainage in some areas is still a problem.

b. Lights in some common areas stay on until 0800 hours. Timers may need to be reset from power outages.

c. Sprinkler directions need to be checked, some of them are watering the street, and may have been vandalized. 

d. Juveniles are using the picnic tables for skateboard ramps. HOA members are encouraged to call Surprise Police when they see this. 

e. Speed limit sign at 151 Dr & Cholla is blocked by tree branches. 

Peri advised the trim cycle for development trees is off due to Monsoon 

Cleanup but it will be taken care of. 

f. SLID usage by HOA is $14,750. Balance belongs to developer. This

      amount should decrease as more homes are completed and occupied.

 The motion to pay the SLID assessment was approved.

g. A motion was approved to pay Paradise Education Center $75 per month

for use of the meeting room.
