Open Session

I. John Clute called the Rancho Gabriela Homeowners Association meeting to order 

At 7:00 p.m.  Board members in attendance were John Clute, Betty Gamble and Louis Lugo, along with Adriana Gries from Kinney Management.

II. Minutes from the July 26, 2005 meeting were reviewed and approved.

III. The income statement was reviewed and accepted after questions regarding the location of the park in Phase 1.

IV. Louis Lugo gave an overview of his meeting with Sentinel Servicing, as well as an explanation of what Sentinel Servicing does for the community.

V. The Board of Directors appointed the following Homeowners to the Design Review Committee: Angela Zubac Mitchell, Kevin Brake, Diane Pinkney, and Dave McCarthy as the Board Liaison and Alternate Member.

VI. New Business:

a. The results of the 2004 Audit were tabled until the September meeting.

b. After explaining the lighting problems on the cul de sac of N. 147th Drive in Phase I, the Board approved the addition of street lighting pending an exact amount for the installation by APS.  It was further explained to those in attendance that the City of Surprise is paying half of the installation charge for the light. 

VII. Old Business:

a. Reserve Study site visit is complete and the study is being prepared.

b. Landscape timers have all been reset, with one having been replaced.  The Board, and attending homeowners agree that the landscapers have done a great job with having been on top of the problems resulting from the recent storms.  All in attendance agreed that they have seen a big improvement with the way the community is looking.

VIII.
Open Discussion:

a. Common areas on Mercer Lane and N. 151st Lane and Cholla Street and N.149th Lane still having standing water issues, with concerns relating to West Nile Virus. 

b. Rancho Gabriela Elementary sports field has standing water.  The management company has been asked to contact the School District with concerns and an answer as to when issue will be addressed. 

c. Questions regarding why the common areas are not draining as quickly as anticipated.  Betty Gamble responded that the Valley as a whole received more rain than normal.

d. Questions directed to the Board included, how long they have before returning a variance request answer, have any statues been approved in the front landscaping of the community and can homeowners do anything in the front landscaping of their homes, if not what is okay, and does a homeowner have a specific time in which to have their back yard landscaping complete.  Adriana advised that all décor items, as well as front yard landscaping installed by the Builder must be submitted for approval prior to installation.
