Open Session Meeting Minutes

September 26, 2006 

I. Open session called to order at 7:00 p.m. by John Clute.

II. Linda Klein – Together Against Graffiti was the guest speaker. She gave a very interesting and informative talk on her program and how it can help the community get rid of graffiti. Her group offers paint packs for $10 each and figures we would need about 60 packs and volunteers community wide for the program to be effective.  Her program has been responsible for the arrest and conviction of several “Taggers” one recently in Rancho Gabriela. The board will take her proposal under advisement and discuss it further in a later session. 

III. Open Session minutes from August 22nd were reviewed and approved. 

IV. The Income Statement was reviewed and Louis discussed unbudgeted expenses such as security for the parks attributed to some of the cost over-runs. There is a total deficit of  $113,000.   The income statement was approved after the review and discussion. 

V. New Business: A proposal for the repair of the “Juniper” neighborhood sign was 

reviewed and placed on hold until the budget can be reviewed. The item will be placed on the “Action List”. The proposal for tree replacement was also tabled until a new budget was in place. Louis will be meeting with Peri shortly to go over budgets.  

VI. Old Business:  Action List update on Rancho School. The school will address the weed problem and have completed the backfill. Landscaping is pending the completion of the north parking lot, which is in the 2007 district budget.

Open Discussion: Several residents commented that they did not attend the last 


meeting because they were unable to locate the correct room.  Residents were 

concerned with the number of Scorpions in the yards and common areas on Yucatan Drive.  Most of the scorpion problem has been taken care of. Peri will request additional pest control treatment on Yucatan Drive. There are some trees that need to be trimmed or replaced after the last storm. Peri will look into it and advise.
