Community review topics covered the installation of the EZ FLO system installed for better water usage and fertilization of plants and trees, our water usage is down and we are in compliance with the City of Surprise and the Arizona Department of Water Resources for water usage in the common areas, 21 light poles were installed in Phase 1, replacement of approximately 50 trees throughout the community from storm damage is scheduled, seal coating is complete of all streets in the gated parcels and landscape installation has begun on Reems Road  between Cactus and Peoria.

Topics for Open Discussion included: Lighting in Phase 1, damaged bollard lights in Phase 2 along Gabriela Dr, Signal 88 Security Patrol, clogged drainage culverts, request to consider change in the Design Guidelines to allow temporary basketball goals in front yards, weeds, graffiti, scorpions, roaches, a water leak at Bullard and Windrose, dog droppings, neighborhood watch, stone missing on ramadas and broken water fountain in the Phase 1 park.
