A Note From Your Board of Directors

The Board of Directors has voted there will be no increase to the 2010 assess-
ment. The monthly rate will remain at $50.00. For those of you in the gated
communities, your additional neighborhood assessment will also remain the
same. Because delinquency, collections and foreclosures remain at a very high
rate, several cost saving measures were put into place in order for the assess-
ments to remain at these rates.

As you have probably noticed, the community did not overseed for winter rye
grass again his year, allowing the association to save a considerable amount of
money. In addition to the cost of seed, there will be significant savings in water
costs. As many of you know the billing rate for water has increased dramatically
and we must continue to lower consumption to be in compliance with water
usage allowed by the City of Surprise and the Arizona Department of Water Re-
sources. In addition to no overseeding, a large retention basin in Phase 4A was
partially converted to granite from grass. Approximately 1.8 acres of turf was
eliminated. The next area for this same type of project will be along Bullard
Road. We are currently installing an inline fertilization system that will save the
community not only in irrigation water but also fertilizing costs.

For those with boats, RV’s, trailers and large commercial type vehicles, other
than personal day-today transportation, please remember that these vehicles
are not permitted to be parked within the community. In addition, on street
parking and parking in the side yard granite is not permitted by the members or
tenants. The Association continues to enforce this restriction through scheduled
day and night time tours of the community. Legal action is and will be taken
against those members who continually violate the parking restriction. The com-
munity “Rules and Guidelines” were amended to allow for the addition of drive-
ways to accommodate some of these parking issues. Please contact KMS if you
have questions regarding the addition of a driveway or any other change to
your lot.

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Holiday Safety

The holiday season is a festive time of year,
but can also be a stressful time if disaster
strikes. Keeping in mind these simple safety
rules will help reduce the risk of fire in your
home.

Smoke Detectors

e  Check all smoke detectors to ensure they
are in working order prior to the holiday
season

e Change smoke detector batteries once a
year and blow out dust from the detector

e Ifthe smoke detector is chirping, batter-
ies need to be replaced

Fall Safety

e Recruit a partner to assist you with deco-
rating to avoid fall injuries

e  Examine ladders and step stools before
climbing on them

Tree Ornaments and Trimmings

e  Avoid placing small or breakable orna-
ments on lower branches where pets and
small children can reach them

° Remove all small ornaments or decora-
tion smaller than 2 inches when small
children will be in the area

Holiday Lights
e Only use UL approved lighting

e Inspect electric lights for broken or
cracked sockets and frayed wires

e Do not use indoor lights outdoors or
outdoor lights indoors

e  Turn off all holiday lights when you go
to bed or leave the home

e Remove outdoor lights as soon as the
holidays are over to reduce a risk of fire

Avoid overloading wall outlets and exten-
sion cords (never link more than three
strands together)

Never run electrical cords under carpets or
rugs
Candles

Use candles only on protected, heat resis-
tant surfaces

Don’t leave burning candles unattended

Remove any flammable items from the
area

Use coffee mug warmers when candles
are in a glass container rather than using a
flame to smell the fragrance

Holiday Cooking
Stay in the kitchen when cooking

Keep items that can catch on fire away
from the stove

Keep stovetop, burners and oven clean

Have a “Kid Free Zone” of at least three
feet from the stove

In case of a fire, get out, call 911 and stay
out

Christmas Trees

No light bulbs should come in contact
with the tree branches, use lights with
cool burning bulbs

If you have small children, secure the tree
to the ceiling or wall with wire to prevent
tipping

Do Not place your tree close to a heat
source

Leave a real tree outside in a gallon of water
until you are ready to decorate

Check the tree water level daily, prevent the
tree container from drying out

When a real tree begins to lose tree needles,
it is a wise choice to remove the tree from the
home

Take your tree to a community tree disposal
site rather than discarding the tree in your
own trash can

Holiday Recipe For A Fire Retardant
Christmas Tree

2 gallons of hot water

2 cups of Karo Syrup

2 oz. of liquid Chlorine Bleach
2 pinches of Epsom Salts

Y2 teaspoon of Borax

1 teaspoon chelated iron

Stand the trunk in the mix for at least 24 hrs
before placing in the tree stand

Mix is good for a two week period
